ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

OF

VIRGINIA FORENSIC SCIENCE ACADEMY ALUMNI ASSOCIATION, INC.

We hereby associate to form a non-stock corporation under the provision of Chapter 10 of Title 13.1 of the Code of Virginia and to that end set forth the following:

ARTICLE I
The name of the corporation is Virginia Forensic Science Academy Alumni Association, Inc.

ARTICLE II
The purpose for which the corporation is organized are: to enhance the science and art of crime scene processing and evidence handling, to encourage the exchange of ideas and information concerning crime scene processing techniques among Academy graduates and other crime scene search officers, to strive for the development of improved technical practices, to promote the goals of the Criminal Justice System and the ideals embraced by the Virginia Forensic Science Academy’s crime scene search course, and to encourage high professional standards of conduct by all crime scene processors.

ARTICLE III

The corporation shall have one or more classes of members and the by-laws shall designate the class or classes of members, the qualification and rights of the members of each class and will confer, limit or deny the right to vote as appropriate to each class of membership.

     ARTICLE IV


The directors of the corporation are the President, Immediate Past President, First Vice-President, Second Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, Western Regional Director, Eastern Regional Director, Northern Regional Director, Central Regional Director, Division of Forensic Science Consultant, Sergeant-at-Arms, and the Legislative Committee Chairman. Each shall be an active member of the Association. The officers of the corporation, including the president, vice-presidents, secretary, treasurer, and sergeant-at-arms shall be elected by majority vote of the active members present at the annual meeting. The 4 Regional Directors shall be elected by the respective active Regional membership. The Legislative Committee Chairman and the Immediate Past President serve as ex-officio members and are not elected. The term of office shall be for a period of one year from the date of each annual meeting or until a successor is elected, provided each officer remains an active member of the Association during the term of office.

ARTICLE V


The address of the initial registered office is: 9311 Lee Avenue, Manassas, Virginia 20110. The name of the City in which the initial registered office is located is the City of Manassas. The name of its registered agent is Richard A. Conway, who is a resident of Virginia and who is a member of the Virginia State Bar, and whose business office is the same as the registered office of the corporation. 

ARTICLE VI


The corporation shall not be construed as a private foundation under Section 509 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.

ARTICLE VII


Notwithstanding any other provision of these Articles, the Corporation shall not conduct or carry on any activities not permitted to be conducted or carried on by a corporation exempt from Federal Income tax under Section 501(c) (5) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, or the corresponding provisions of any future law.

ARTICLE VIII

In addition to all provisions of Title 13.1-1 and the following sections concerning indemnification of officers and directors, and pursuant to the authority vested by Section 13.1-876, the Corporation shall indemnify an officer or director to the fullest extent possible for actions or for omissions from action arising from that party’s good faith conduct as an officer or director. Further, pursuant to Section 13.1-870, no officer or director, regardless of compensation, shall be liable for any monetary damages.
